	History 
We will be studying the Gunpowder Plot of 1605 - a significant historical event beyond living memory. The children will increase their awareness of the past by finding out about Guy Fawkes and other significant individuals involved in the plot, such as Robert Catesby and Thomas Percy. They will deepen their understanding of the events of the Gunpowder Plot through several speaking and listening activities, such as hot seating and role play, as well as sequencing events and designing posters. They will learn about how bonfire night has been celebrated in Britain since the 1930s in time for November 5th. 
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Autumn Term 
Butterfly Class
Whole School Topic: Our World

	Geography
The children will be learning more about London and the key features of the four countries that make up the United Kingdom. They will be comparing habitats of the countryside and the town. They will be observing the different types of weather in their immediate environment along and building on what they know about the four seasons.  The children will have opportunities to observe and record the weather, present their own weather forecasts and make valuable links with Science, Computing, Numeracy and Literacy from across the curriculum.

	Art 
The children will be introduced to six sculptors: Marc Quinn, Michelle Reader, Barbara Hepworth, Jill Townsley, Brendan Jamison, and Eva Rothschild. Children will make their own sculptures using a range of unusual materials: bread, recycled materials, boxes, spoons, sugar cubes, and marshmallows. Children will learn about figurative and abstract sculptures, and think about shapes and materials
	English
The children will learn about nouns, verbs, adjectives and adverbs and they will be encouraged to use more exciting words in their writing. Key texts we will be reading and using as stimulus are The Queen’s Hat, The Queen’s Handbag and the Town Mouse and the Country Mouse, among others. They will write their own firework poems and enjoy a range of poetry.  To link with our Science topic of Light and Dark the children will be challenged to perform a shadow-puppet show.  
	Design & Technology
Linked to our ongoing topic of weather the children will be challenged to design, make and evaluate a kite. We will be looking at the history of kites, thinking about what materials would be suitable and learning about the various styles of kites before they design and make their own. 

	R.E 
 In R,E the children will be thinking about the wonder of nature and how religious people express their thankfulness. They will also learn about the Diwali, the Hindu festival of lights, as well as the Nativity Story.
	
	P.S.H.E
The children will have many opportunities to think and reflect as they do every term.  There will be a particular focus on bonfire and firework safety 

	Science
Our Science work this term links in very closely with our Geography units.  The children will be taught how to record the weather in a scientific way, and how to observe how the environment changes as we move into Autumn and then Winter. After the half term break the children will explore light and darkness , looking at sources of light, how light travels, shadows and nocturnal animals. 
	Mathematics
In mathematics Yr1 children will be using 100 squares to help them record addition and subtraction tasks, particularly adding tens.  They will use number fact knowledge by adding across multiples of 10.  
	Music
This half term the children are having music lessons with a singing specialist, Mrs Joy, every Monday. After the mid-term break the children will be preparing for our summer production.
